· advance – progress; napredak;

· benefit - to be useful to sb; imati koristi od necega;

· comfort - the state of being physically relaxed and free from pain; the state of having a pleasant life, with everything that you need; udobnost, komfor;

· humble - (of a thing) not large or special in any way; skroman;

· average - calculated by adding several amounts together, finding a total, and dividing the total by the number of amounts; prosječni;

· life expectancy – očekivani životni vijek;

· rise – rose – risen – go up, increase; porasti;
· estimated - to try to judge the value, size, speed, cost  of something, without calculating it exactly; procjenjuje se; 

· work out – calculate; to calculate an answer, amount, price etc; izračunati;

· greed - a strong desire for more wealth, possessions, power, etc. than a person needs; pohlepa;

· take part –participate; učestvovati;

· blade - a single flat leaf of grass; list trave;

· ear - the top part of a grain plant, such as wheat, that contains the seeds; klas;

· hunger - lack of food, especially for a long period of time, that can cause illness or death; glad;

· tiring– making you feel the need to sleep or rest; zamoran
· useless – not useful; not doing or achieving what is needed or wanted; beskoristan
· sensitive – to people’s feelings /aware of and able to understand other people and their feelings; osjećajan

· to mean   – have particular sense: to indicate or represent a particular sense -  značiti

· greeting – friendly gesture: a cordial and often conventional gesture or expression used when welcoming, meeting, or addressing somebody - pozdravljanje

· firmly – determined: showing certainty or determination – čvrsto, odlučno

· straight – not curved: extending or proceeding in one single direction, without bends, curves, irregularities, or deviations -  pravo

· physical – of body: relating to the body, rather than to the mind, the soul, or the feelings  - fizički

· to bow  –  transitive and intransitive verb bend something into curve: to bend, or bend something, into a rounded or bow shape  - pokloniti se

· chest – upper body: the part of the body between the neck and the stomach, covering the ribs and the organs that the ribs enclose  - grudi

· to pray – transitive and intransitive verb religion speak to God: to speak to God, a deity, or a saint, e.g. in order to give thanks, express regret, or ask for help  - moliti se

· slightly – very small: very small in size, degree, amount, or importance - blago
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a slight resemblance  

· respect – esteem: a feeling or attitude of admiration and deference toward somebody or something - poštovanje
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He has no respect for authority. 

· to reveal – make something known: to disclose something that was unknown or secret - otkriti

· long-sleeved blouse –bluza dugih rukava

· neatly – orderly in appearance: orderly and in a clean condition - uredno

· meal – food eaten at one time: a substantial amount of food, often more than one course, that is provided and eaten at one time -  obrok

· light breakfast – lagani doručak

· to discuss  – talk over: to talk about a subject with others - razgovarati
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need to discuss it with them first 

· discussion  - razgovor

· to prefer– like somebody or something better: to like or want somebody or something more than somebody or something else
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I prefer tea to coffee. -  više voljeti

· to socialize– intransitive verb take part in social activities: to take part in social activities, or behave in a friendly way to others - družiti se
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a group of friends who like to socialize after work 

· common – shared: belonging to or shared by two or more people or groups - uobičajen, zajednički
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working toward a common goal
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a doctrine common to several religions 

· exchange – transitive verb give something and get something: to give something and receive something different in return – razmjena
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 essential –  basic: being the most basic element or feature of something or somebody - ključni, esencijalan
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reinforcing the essential organizational framework 

introduction – presentation of somebody to somebody: the act of formally presenting somebody or yourself to another person in order to make that person's acquaintance  - predstavljanje, upoznavanje

to include – contain: to have something as a constituent element - uključiti

reverse  – on back side: on the other side or the back side of something 

to print - mark something using pressure: to produce a mark, design, or lettering on a surface by pressing something on it
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A machine prints the corporate logo onto pencils. 

to remain  – transitive and intransitive verb continue in specified condition: to continue in a particular state without changing  - ostati

to consider – transitive verb judge something: to have something as an opinion or point of view
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He considers himself lucky to be alive.

· duty  – obligation: something that somebody is obliged to do for moral, legal, or religious reasons
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your duties as a parent  - dužnost

· to invite – ask somebody to participate: to ask somebody politely to come or go somewhere, or ask somebody to do something - pozvati

· invitation  – pozivnica

· to refuse  – transitive verb not accept something: to decline to accept something offered
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refused the promotion - odbiti

· refusal  – odbijanje

· acceptable  – adequate: considered to be satisfactory -  prihvatljiv

· to smack one's lips – to lick one's lips

· host  – somebody entertaining guests: somebody who invites and entertains guests - domaćin

· to refil – napuniti

· dish –serving bowl: a container for serving food, usually a bowl - sud, jelo
