- self-starter - a person who is able to work on their own and make their own decisions without needing anyone to tell them what to do; 

- cope with - to deal successfully with sth difficult; nositi se s nečim, izaći na kraj sa nečim;
- clash - the difference that exists between two things that are opposed to each other; sudar, sukob, nesklad, neslaganje;

- dos and don’ts - rules that you should follow; pravila o ponašanju, šta treba, a šta ne treba raditi;

- minefield – a situation with hidden dangers; ‘minsko polje’;

- spit – pljunuti;

- briefing – informisanje, izvještavanje;

- pitfall – a likely problem; zamka, klopka;

- covert -  secret or hidden, making it difficult to notice; tajni;

- aspire - to have a strong desire to achieve or to become sth; imati aspiracije;

- encounter – meeting; susret;

- custom - an accepted way of behaving or of doing things in a society or a community; običaj;
- to date - until now; do danas;

- broad – širok; wide;
- track – direction; staza, kolosijek, pravac, smjer;

- etiquette – polite behaviour; etikecija, lijepo ponašanje;

- schedule – zakazati;

- appointment – sastanak; a formal arrangement to meet or visit sb at a particular time;
- be familiar with – biti upoznat sa;

- go a bomb – be very successful; AmE: go badly;
- infer -  to reach an opinion or decide that sth is true on the basis of information that is available; conclude; zaključiti;

- fail – propasti;

- exuberant – happy, cheerful, full of energy; veseo, pun životne radosti, energičan;

- equate -  to think that sth is the same as sth else or is as important; izjednačiti;

- lack – nedostatak;

- notion - an idea, a belief or an understanding of sth; pojam;

- failure – neuspjeh;

- wary - careful when dealing with sb/sth because you think that there may be a danger or problem; oprezan;

- talk yourself into trouble – upasti u nevolju zbog onoga što pričate;
