- clear - to settle a trade by the seller delivering securities and the buyer delivering funds in the proper form. A trade that does not clear is said to fail; prebijati, obračunavati; 
- clearing – kliring, bilateralni platni sporazum - zbirno vođenje računa u okviru bilateralnih sporazuma. Primjena kliringa počela je u Engleskoj osnivanjem posebnih obračunskih zavoda radi izbjegavanja plaćanja i naplate u efektivnom novcu. Sve banke, kao članice ovakvih zavoda, vrše međusobna plaćanja prenošenjem (virmanom) potraživanja i dugovanja s računa na račun.

- clearing bank - The clearing banks are the main banks in Britain. Clearing banks use the central clearing house in London to deal with other banks; članica obračunskog zavoda, obračunska banka, klirinška banka; 
- clearing house - a central collection place where banks exchange checks or drafts; obračunski zavod, obračunska kuća, klirinška kuća; 
- commercial bank – komercijalna banka; 

- merchant bank – a financial institution offering financial services and advice to corporations and to wealthy individuals. A British term for a bank that specializes not in lending out its own funds, but in providing various financial services such as accepting bills arising out of trade, underwriting new issues, and providing advice on acquisitions, mergers, foreign exchange, portfolio management, etc.; trgovačka banka;
- merger - the act of joining two or more organizations or businesses into one; udruživanje, spajanje, merdžer;
- bank statement - a periodic statement prepared by a bank for each client; bankovni izvod, bankovni izvještaj; 
- debit card - a card that allows completing a financial transaction by means of a PIN number. The amount paid is debited (deducted) immediately from an account connected to the card. 
- credit card - a card that allows completing a financial transaction with a signature. The amount paid is put onto a line of credit (a kind of loan), for which a bill is later sent to the bearer for payment.

(Kreditna kartica je kartica koja dokazuje da je njenom vlasniku odobrena kreditna linija. Ona omogućava vlasniku da kupuje i/ili podiže gotovinu do prethodno utvrđenog iznosa; odobreni kredit može se u celosti isplatiti na kraju određenog perioda ili se može isplaćivati u ratama, pri čemu se neizmireni dug smatra odobrenim kreditom. Kamata se zaračunava na iznos bilo kog odobrenog kredita, a vlasniku se često naplaćuje i godišnja provizija za održavanje kartice odnosno računa. 
Za razliku od kreditne kartice, debitna kartica je kartica koja omogućava svom vlasniku da kupuje direktnim zaduživanjem svog računa. Debitne kartice omogućavaju vam da platite i podižete gotovinu do visine sredstava koja imate na računu, uključujući i dozvoljeni minus u nekim bankama.)

- bill – (US check) - a piece of paper that shows how much you owe sb for goods or services; račun;

- traveller’s cheque - a piece of paper that you buy from a bank or a travel company and that you can use as money or exchange for the local money of the country you visit. A traveller’s cheque is a pre-printed, fixed amount cheque that requires a signature to pay for a good or service; putnički ček;

- bank note – (US bill) - a piece of paper money; novčanica;
- coin - a small flat piece of metal used as money; kovani novac, kovanica, novčić;
- screen - the flat surface at the front of a television or computer, on which you see pictures or information; ekran; 

- cash machine = cashpoint = ATM – Automatic Teller Machine; bankomat;
- teller - a bank employee who receives and pays out money – kasir, radnik na šalteru u banci; b. an automated teller machine – bankomat;  

- shuttle - a plane, bus or train that travels regularly between two places; a going back and forth regularly over an often short route by a vehicle; redovna linija;
- en-route - on the way; while travelling from/to a particular place; na putu za;

- up-to-date - having or including the most recent information; najnovije, najskorije;

- present (a cheque) – to pass a cheque from the receiver’s bank to the payer’s bank, for payment; trasirati ček, vući ček;

- boot up – turn on a computer; uključiti kompjuter;
- at one’s fingertips - instantly or readily available; na dohvat ruke; 

- net position - the value of the position minus the initial cost of setting up the position. For example, if 100 options where purchased for $1 each and the option is currently trading for $9, the value of the net position is $900 - $100 = $800. – neto pozicija;
- key - means to acquire or reach something; solution for something; rješenje, ključ;
- comprehensive - including all, or almost all, the items, details, facts, information, etc., that may be concerned; sveobuhvatan;

- up-to-the-minute -extending up to the immediate present : including the very latest information; najnajnoviji, najsvežiji;
- sterling - the currency of the United Kingdom; especially the pound; U UK, u nastojanju da se izbjegne zabuna s mjernom jedinicom za težinu, odnosno drugim valutama sa sličnim imenom, funta se formalno naziva funta sterlinga ili, jednostavno sterling.
- currency - the system of money that a country uses; valuta;
- initiate payment -  the act of authorizing an electronic payment; autorizovati uplatu;
- BACS (originally an acronym for Bankers' Automated Clearing Services – Automatizovane bankarske obračunske usluge) is a United Kingdom scheme for the electronic processing of financial transactions. pronunciation / b æ k s /
- CHAPS – The Clearing House Automated Payment System (Obračunski zavod sa automatskim sistemom isplate) is a British company which offers same-day sterling and euro fund transfers; 
- Standing Order (or a Standing Instruction) is an instruction a bank account holder gives to their bank to pay a set amount at regular intervals to another account. The instruction is sometimes known as a banker's order – trajni nalog;
- debit - a written note in a bank account or other financial record of a sum of money owed or spent; dugovanje, zaduženje, debit; 
- surplus funds - money remaining after all liabilities, including taxes, insurance, and operating expenses, are paid. Having surplus funds means that a company has made a profit or perhaps that it has completed a project under budget; višak sredstava;
- make money work hard for you – earn money without working, by receiving interest on invested or deposited money; derived from: The rich people don’t work for money, they make money work hard for them – “Bogati ne rade za novac, već njihov novac radi za njih“; 
- built-in – included as part of sth and not separate from it; uključen; 
- feature – characteristic; osobina, svojstvo; 
- designated – chosen, marked, specific; označen; određen;

- access - to open a computer file in order to get or add information; pristupiti;
- dovetail – fit together perfectly; uklopiti se; 
- facility – a service that an organization or a piece of equipment offers you; a network-provided service to users; servis, usluga; 
- smooth - happening or continuing without any problems; bez teškoća, lagano, lako, glatko;

- template - a thing that is used as a model for producing other similar examples; šablon, obrazac;

- re-key - to reenter lost text or data into a computer, or input text or data in a different form, using a keyboard; ponovo unijeti (podatke);

- database - an organized set of data that is stored in a computer and can be looked at and used in various ways; baza podataka;

- beneficiary - an individual named as the recipient of an amount of money; korisnik sredstava; 

- subject to – being dependent or conditional upon something; pod uslovom; podložno; 
- cut-off - a designated limit or point of termination;
- cut-off time – vrijeme prijema naloga;
- VAT – Value Added Tax; PDV;
- i.e. – id est; tj.;

- Ltd – limited; D.O.O.;

- plc – Public Limited Company; Javno društvo sa ograničenom odgovornošću; (Ltd is private limited company, it is in the public sector and has limited liability, the only shareholders are family and friends, PLC is public limited company and anyone can be shareholders);

- p.a. – per annum; godišnje;

- asap – as soon as possible; što prije;

- e.g. – exempli gratia; npr.;

- IOU – I owe you - usually an informal document acknowledging debt; zadužnica, obveznica; 

- MD – managing director; upravni direktor;

- AGM – annual general meeting; meeting that takes place once a year; shareholders' meeting, annual stockholders meeting; godišnja skupština akcionara;

- SFr – Swiss Franc – švajcarski franak;

- Corp – corporation;
- N/A – not applicable; nije primjenljivo;

- AOB – any other business, used in meetings etc. “The organizer of the meeting wrote AOB at the bottom of the meeting information sheet”; razno;

- PAYE - The Pay As You Earn system is a method of paying income tax and national insurance contributions. Your employer deducts tax and national insurance contributions from your wages or occupational pension before paying you your wages or pension –porez po odbitku (porez i doprinosi koji se automatski odbijaju od naknada i honorara);

- CEO – chief executive officer; izvršni direktor;

- GMT – Greenwich Mean Time; srednje vrijeme po Griniču; 

- a.m. – ante meridiem; prije podne; 

- confidential - communicated in confidence; secret; povjerljiv;

- negotiate - to try to reach an agreement by formal discussion; pregovarati; 

- counterpart - a person or thing that has the same position or function as sb/sth else in a different place or situation; parnjak, kolega…;

-  bribe - a sum of money or sth valuable that you give or offer to sb to persuade them to help you, especially by doing sth dishonest; mito;

- proposal - a formal suggestion or plan; the act of making a suggestion; predlog;
- reject - to refuse to accept or consider sth; odbiti;

- impose - to make sb accept the same opinions, wishes etc. as your own; nametnuti; 

- current account - An active account at a bank or building society into which deposits can be paid and from which withdrawals can be made by cheque. Building societies usually make no charges and pay interest on balances maintained in a current account; tekući račun; 
- benefit from;

- put somebody in control of something;

- state-of-the-art - the highest degree of development of an art or technique at a particular time; najmoderniji;

- withdraw - to take money out of a bank account; podići (novac);

- high street - (often abbreviated to High St), is a metonym for the generic name (and frequently the official name) of the primary business street of towns or cities in the United Kingdom and Ireland. It is usually a focal point for shops and retailers in the city centre, and is most often used in reference to retailing. The equivalent in the United States, Canada, and Ireland is Main Street; centar poslovanja, glavna ulica;

- venture - a business project or activity, especially one that involves taking risks; poslovni poduhvat, projekat.
